This Advertising & Sponsorship Policy explains how Omuscle may display, manage and identify advertising, sponsored content, affiliate links, partner offers and commercial campaigns.
It applies to:
· display advertising;
· sponsor placements;
· partner campaigns;
· affiliate links;
· reward ads;
· sponsored workout offers;
· sponsored fitness products;
· sponsored challenges;
· promotional banners;
· commercial recommendations;
· branded profile items;
· brand-sponsored events;
· advertising tracking;
· ad measurement;
· referral or attribution links.
This Policy applies together with:
· the Terms of Use;
· the Privacy Policy;
· the Cookie Policy;
· the Terms of Sale;
· the Virtual Credits Terms;
· the Community Guidelines;
· the Moderation Policy;
· the AI Disclaimer;
· the Fitness & Health Disclaimer.

Omuscle may monetize the platform through advertising, sponsorships, affiliate partnerships, reward ads or brand partnerships.
However, advertising must remain transparent, non-deceptive and clearly distinguishable from the core Omuscle experience.
Omuscle must not intentionally mislead users into thinking that paid content, sponsored content or affiliate content is neutral editorial content.
Where content is commercial, sponsored or affiliate-based, Omuscle will aim to identify it clearly.

Omuscle may display or offer:
· banner ads;
· sponsored panels;
· waiting-room ads;
· reward ads;
· affiliate links;
· sponsored challenges;
· sponsored result cards;
· sponsored cosmetics;
· sponsored workout offers;
· sponsored product recommendations;
· partner discounts;
· branded events;
· sponsored leaderboard placements;
· in-app promotional banners;
· email sponsorships where legally permitted;
· social media collaborations.
The availability of these formats may change over time.

Advertising content should be clearly identified using labels such as:
· “Ad”;
· “Advertisement”;
· “Sponsored”;
· “Sponsored content”;
· “Partner offer”;
· “Affiliate link”;
· “Commercial partnership”.
The label must be visible and understandable to the average user.
It should not be hidden, misleading, excessively small or placed in a way that makes the commercial nature unclear.
The 2026 French guide on commercial influence states that terms such as “publicité”, “collaboration commerciale” or equivalent wording help ensure the transparency consumers are entitled to expect.

Sponsored content means content funded, influenced, provided or promoted by a commercial partner.
Sponsored content may include:
· sponsored challenges;
· sponsored banners;
· sponsored workout campaigns;
· sponsored product placements;
· sponsored giveaways;
· sponsored result card templates;
· brand-sponsored cosmetics;
· sponsored leaderboard events;
· partner fitness offers.
Omuscle will aim to identify sponsored content clearly.
Sponsored content does not mean that Omuscle guarantees the quality, effectiveness, safety or suitability of the sponsor’s product or service.
Users are responsible for reviewing third-party offers before purchasing or using them.

Omuscle may use affiliate links.
This means Omuscle may receive compensation, commission or another benefit if a user clicks a link, signs up, purchases a product or completes an action through a partner link.
Affiliate links may appear in:
· workout plan recommendations;
· fitness product suggestions;
· equipment recommendations;
· supplement-related pages where allowed;
· partner offers;
· blog content;
· promotional emails where consent is obtained;
· result pages;
· premium recommendations.
Affiliate links will be identified where required.
Omuscle should not present affiliate recommendations as purely neutral if compensation may influence placement or visibility.

Omuscle may offer optional reward ads.
A reward ad may allow a user to watch or interact with an advertisement in exchange for:
· an extra battle;
· an extra Solo Scan;
· bonus Credits;
· temporary feature access;
· cosmetic rewards;
· battle pass progression;
· other limited digital benefits.
Reward ads must be optional and clearly identified.
Users should know before interacting with the ad:
· that it is an advertisement;
· what reward is offered;
· what action is required;
· whether tracking or cookies may apply;
· whether the reward has any limitations.
If advertising tracking is used, consent may be required under the Cookie Policy.

Omuscle must not artificially extend matchmaking, waiting rooms, loading screens or duel queues solely to force additional advertising impressions.
Omuscle may display ads during natural waiting times, loading times, matchmaking periods or optional reward flows.
However, the platform should not intentionally create false delays, fake queues or deceptive waiting experiences primarily to increase ad revenue.
This rule protects user trust and avoids deceptive design.

[bookmark: _mkbql3et1pca]9. No Forced Advertising Consent for Core Service
Users should not be forced to accept advertising cookies or personalized ad tracking in order to access the essential Omuscle service, unless a legally valid and clearly explained model applies.
Users may be able to refuse advertising cookies while still using core features, although some optional ad-funded features may not be available without advertising interaction.
Essential cookies required for login, security, payment, fraud prevention or basic operation may remain active.

Advertising cookies, tracking pixels, retargeting tags, affiliate tracking and personalized advertising technologies may require prior user consent.
Omuscle will use the cookie consent interface to allow users to accept, refuse or customize optional cookies where required.
The CNIL’s cookie rules state that users must generally be informed and consent before certain cookies or trackers are placed or read, except for limited exemptions.  
Users may withdraw consent according to the Cookie Policy.

Omuscle may measure advertising performance, including:
· impressions;
· clicks;
· conversions;
· reward completion;
· campaign performance;
· affiliate attribution;
· sponsor visibility;
· user engagement;
· fraud prevention signals.
Analytics or ad measurement may require consent depending on the tool and implementation.
Where analytics are exempt from consent under applicable rules, Omuscle should ensure that the tool is configured within the conditions of that exemption.

Omuscle may offer personalized advertising only where legally permitted and where required consent has been obtained.
Personalized advertising may involve:
· user behavior;
· feature usage;
· preferences;
· approximate location;
· device data;
· advertising identifiers;
· cookies;
· partner data.
Omuscle must not use sensitive data, body-related analysis, AI physique scores, webcam-derived information, health-related assumptions, or special category data for personalized advertising.
Omuscle must not target advertising based on:
· inferred health condition;
· body shape;
· muscle weakness;
· perceived body fat;
· physical insecurity;
· AI-generated physique score;
· sensitive personal characteristics;
· suspected mental health vulnerability.
This is a critical rule for Omuscle.

Omuscle is reserved for users aged 18 or older.
If Omuscle becomes aware that a user is under 18, the account may be suspended or deleted according to the Terms of Use and Moderation Policy.
Omuscle must not knowingly target advertising to minors.
If Omuscle later allows minors, advertising rules must be reassessed and significantly strengthened.
The Digital Services Act includes specific protections relating to advertising and user control on online platforms, and the European Commission highlights the DSA’s role in increasing transparency and control for users.

Omuscle may refuse, restrict or remove advertising categories that conflict with user safety, fitness ethics or platform values.
Prohibited or restricted categories may include:
· anabolic steroids;
· illegal performance-enhancing drugs;
· unsafe supplements;
· extreme weight-loss products;
· eating disorder products;
· dangerous dehydration products;
· unverified medical claims;
· gambling;
· betting;
· adult sexual services;
· tobacco or nicotine products;
· illegal drugs;
· weapons;
· scams;
· fake investment offers;
· crypto scams;
· misleading fitness transformations;
· “guaranteed abs” or unrealistic body promises;
· products targeting body insecurity in a harmful way.
Omuscle may reject any ad that it considers unsafe, misleading, exploitative or incompatible with the platform.

Omuscle may display ads or affiliate offers for fitness-related products, such as:
· gym equipment;
· sportswear;
· fitness accessories;
· training apps;
· recovery tools;
· wellness products;
· legal supplements where appropriate.
However, Omuscle does not guarantee:
· product effectiveness;
· safety for every user;
· fitness results;
· medical benefits;
· suitability for a user’s health condition;
· accuracy of third-party claims.
Users should read product information carefully and consult a qualified professional if they have health concerns.

If Omuscle displays supplement-related advertising or affiliate links, it must be especially careful.
Supplement advertising must not:
· make unauthorized medical claims;
· promise guaranteed muscle gain;
· encourage unsafe use;
· promote steroid-like effects;
· target body insecurity abusively;
· replace medical advice;
· encourage dangerous dosing;
· promote illegal products.
Omuscle may decide to avoid supplement advertising entirely at launch to reduce legal and reputational risk.
This is the safer option.

If a workout plan, product recommendation or training suggestion is influenced by a sponsor or affiliate relationship, this should be disclosed.
For example:
· “Partner offer”
· “Sponsored recommendation”
· “Affiliate link”
· “Omuscle may earn a commission”
Omuscle should not allow sponsor payments to create unsafe or misleading workout advice.
Fitness recommendations must remain subject to the Fitness & Health Disclaimer.

Advertising or sponsorship on Omuscle does not mean that Omuscle medically endorses the product or service.
Omuscle is not a healthcare provider and does not certify products as medically effective.
Users should not interpret sponsor content as medical, nutritional or therapeutic advice.

Omuscle may organize sponsored challenges, such as:
· brand-sponsored duel events;
· seasonal leaderboard events;
· sponsored fitness goals;
· reward-based competitions;
· community events.
Sponsored challenges must clearly disclose the sponsor.
Challenge rules should be clear, including:
· eligibility;
· rewards;
· duration;
· ranking criteria;
· restrictions;
· moderation rules;
· sponsor role;
· prize conditions where applicable.
Omuscle must not design sponsored challenges that encourage dangerous training, humiliation, harassment or unhealthy body comparison.

Omuscle may organize giveaways, promotions or partner campaigns.
Rules should be clearly available, including:
· eligibility;
· duration;
· prize description;
· selection method;
· restrictions;
· sponsor identity;
· tax or delivery limitations if applicable;
· no purchase requirement where legally required;
· fraud prevention rules.
Users must not abuse promotions through fake accounts, bots, scripts, referrals fraud or manipulation.

Omuscle may work with influencers, creators, athletes or fitness personalities.
Any paid or compensated collaboration should be disclosed clearly.
The commercial nature of the collaboration should be identifiable to the audience.
French rules around commercial influence require transparency of advertising intent, and the DGCCRF evaluates whether the disclosure is clear, readable and identifiable.  
Creators working with Omuscle should comply with applicable advertising, consumer protection and platform rules.

Users must not present themselves as officially sponsored by Omuscle unless this is true.
Users must not create misleading content implying:
· official Omuscle endorsement;
· sponsor approval;
· fake partnership;
· fake ambassador status;
· guaranteed reward;
· official ranking manipulation;
· paid collaboration where none exists.
Users who promote Omuscle as part of a commercial collaboration must comply with applicable disclosure rules.

Omuscle must not use AI physique scores to exploit user insecurities through targeted advertising.
For example, Omuscle should not automatically show a user ads such as:
· “Your arms are weak, buy this now”
· “Low chest score? Fix it with this supplement”
· “You lost because you are too small”
· “Burn fat fast because your score is low”
This type of targeting would be dangerous, manipulative and reputationally damaging.
Safer approach:
· contextual fitness ads;
· general product categories;
· user-initiated recommendations;
· clearly labeled partner offers;
· no sensitive targeting based on body score.

Omuscle should avoid ads that:
· intensify body shame;
· exploit insecurity;
· promote unrealistic bodies;
· promise extreme transformations;
· encourage unhealthy comparison;
· pressure users after losing a duel;
· frame lower scores as personal failure;
· promote unsafe dieting or enhancement.
Advertising should support responsible fitness culture.

Third-party ads, sponsor offers and affiliate links may lead to external websites or services.
Omuscle is not responsible for:
· third-party product quality;
· third-party delivery;
· third-party pricing;
· third-party refund policies;
· third-party medical claims;
· third-party privacy practices;
· third-party customer support;
· third-party availability;
· third-party terms.
Users should review third-party terms, privacy policies and product information before purchasing or using external services.

Omuscle may include external links to advertisers, sponsors, partners or affiliates.
External links are provided for convenience or commercial partnership purposes.
Omuscle does not control external websites.
Accessing an external link may expose the user to third-party cookies, tracking or terms.

Users must not abuse advertising or reward systems.
Prohibited behavior includes:
· fake ad views;
· bot-generated ad interactions;
· click fraud;
· reward farming;
· multiple-account abuse;
· referral fraud;
· fake conversions;
· manipulating sponsor campaigns;
· using scripts to generate ad rewards;
· exploiting technical bugs.
Omuscle may cancel rewards, remove Credits, restrict features, suspend accounts or terminate accounts in case of ad fraud.

Omuscle may require advertisers, sponsors or partners to comply with standards including:
· truthful advertising;
· no misleading claims;
· no illegal products;
· no unsafe fitness claims;
· no exploitation of body insecurity;
· compliance with applicable advertising laws;
· respect for user privacy;
· no unauthorized tracking;
· clear commercial disclosure;
· no discriminatory targeting.
Omuscle may reject or remove campaigns that fail to meet these standards.

Advertising may involve personal data processing.
Depending on the advertising model, Omuscle may process:
· cookie identifiers;
· consent choices;
· device information;
· approximate location;
· referral source;
· click data;
· conversion data;
· ad interaction data;
· affiliate attribution data.
Omuscle will process advertising data according to the Privacy Policy and Cookie Policy.
Where required, advertising tracking will be based on user consent.
Omuscle does not sell personal data to advertisers.

If Omuscle sends promotional emails, it should do so only where legally permitted.
Marketing emails should include a clear unsubscribe mechanism.
If email tracking pixels are used to measure opens or interactions, this may require prior consent depending on implementation and applicable law.
In 2026, the CNIL published guidance on tracking pixels in emails; recent legal commentary notes that tracking pixels generally require prior consent unless an exemption applies.  
The safer launch approach is to avoid email tracking pixels unless a compliant consent setup is implemented.

Omuscle may update its advertising, sponsorship and affiliate practices over time.
Changes may include:
· new ad providers;
· new sponsors;
· new affiliate programs;
· new reward ads;
· new sponsored challenges;
· new tracking tools;
· new consent management tools;
· new restrictions on ad categories.
Where changes affect personal data processing or cookie use, Omuscle may update the Privacy Policy, Cookie Policy and consent interface where required.

· hide certain ad placements where technically available.
Some advertising may still be displayed in non-personalized or contextual form where legally allowed.
