This Cookie Policy explains how Omuscle uses cookies and similar technologies on its website, web application and related online services.
It explains:
· what cookies are;
· which types of cookies Omuscle may use;
· why cookies are used;
· which cookies may require consent;
· how users can accept, refuse or manage cookies;
· how advertising, analytics and affiliate tracking may work;
· how cookie choices can be changed.
This Cookie Policy applies together with:
· the Privacy Policy;
· the Terms of Use;
· the Terms of Sale;
· the Advertising & Sponsorship Policy;
· the Virtual Credits Terms;
· the AI Disclaimer;
· the Moderation Policy.

Cookies are small files or pieces of information stored on a user’s device when they visit a website or use an online service.
Cookies and similar technologies may include:
· browser cookies;
· local storage;
· session storage;
· pixels;
· tags;
· SDKs;
· device identifiers;
· tracking scripts;
· advertising identifiers;
· analytics identifiers.
These technologies can be used to remember user preferences, keep a user logged in, secure the service, measure audience, display advertising, track affiliate performance or personalize the user experience.

Omuscle may use cookies and similar technologies for several purposes.
Some cookies are strictly necessary for the platform to work. These may be used without consent where legally allowed.
Other cookies, especially those used for advertising, personalized tracking, affiliate attribution or non-exempt analytics, may require the user’s prior consent.
Where consent is required, Omuscle will not place or read such cookies before the user has given valid consent through the cookie banner or consent management interface.
The CNIL also states that rejecting cookies should be as easy as accepting them, and has acted against dark patterns in cookie banners that push users toward acceptance.

Omuscle may use the following categories of cookies and similar technologies.

[bookmark: _p0gz2u844lws]5. Strictly Necessary Cookies
Strictly necessary cookies are required for the platform to function.
They may be used for:
· account login;
· session management;
· security;
· fraud prevention;
· payment security;
· load balancing;
· cookie consent storage;
· remembering privacy choices;
· preventing repeated consent prompts;
· protecting user accounts;
· maintaining technical stability.
These cookies do not require consent where they are strictly necessary to provide the service requested by the user.
If these cookies are disabled, some parts of Omuscle may not work properly.

Omuscle may use cookies or similar technologies to:
· keep users logged in;
· verify account sessions;
· prevent unauthorized access;
· manage session expiration;
· remember account preferences;
· protect against account hijacking.
These cookies are necessary for authenticated features such as duels, credits, subscriptions, rankings and user profiles.

Omuscle may use cookies, device signals or similar technologies to protect the platform against:
· account takeover;
· bots;
· spam;
· fake accounts;
· payment fraud;
· chargeback abuse;
· cheating;
· ranking manipulation;
· suspicious login activity;
· abuse of free credits or promotions;
· unauthorized access.
These cookies may be considered necessary where they are essential to platform security and fraud prevention.

Omuscle may use preference cookies to remember user choices such as:
· language;
· region;
· display settings;
· interface preferences;
· consent settings;
· accessibility preferences;
· duel interface preferences.
Some preference cookies may be necessary for the requested service. Others may require consent depending on their purpose and implementation.

Omuscle may use analytics cookies to understand how users interact with the platform.
Analytics may help Omuscle measure:
· pages visited;
· feature usage;
· conversion funnels;
· duel participation;
· subscription performance;
· technical issues;
· loading times;
· user retention;
· error rates;
· product improvements.
Analytics cookies may require consent unless they meet strict exemption conditions.
The CNIL explains that certain audience measurement trackers can be exempt from consent only under specific conditions, such as being strictly limited to audience measurement, being used only on behalf of the publisher, not allowing cross-site tracking, and offering user information and an objection mechanism.  
If Omuscle uses analytics tools that do not meet exemption conditions, user consent will be requested before activation.

Omuscle may use advertising cookies or similar technologies to:
· display ads;
· measure ad performance;
· avoid showing the same ad too often;
· understand campaign performance;
· personalize advertising where allowed;
· manage sponsored placements;
· detect ad fraud.
Advertising cookies generally require the user’s prior consent.
Users may refuse advertising cookies without losing access to the core service, unless a specific optional ad-rewarded feature is clearly offered separately.
Omuscle will not intentionally use fake matchmaking delays solely to increase advertising impressions.

Omuscle may participate in affiliate programs, especially in the fitness, sportswear, gym equipment, nutrition or wellness sectors.
Affiliate cookies may be used to:
· identify that a user clicked an affiliate link;
· attribute a purchase to Omuscle;
· measure affiliate campaign performance;
· prevent fraud;
· calculate commissions.
Affiliate links or affiliate content will be identified where required.
Affiliate tracking cookies may require user consent depending on their implementation.

Omuscle may display sponsor campaigns, branded placements or partner offers.
Cookies or similar technologies may be used to:
· measure impressions;
· measure clicks;
· prevent fraud;
· report campaign performance;
· manage sponsor visibility;
· limit repeated exposure.
Where such tracking is not strictly necessary, consent may be required.
Sponsored content will be identified as advertising, sponsored or partner content where appropriate.

When users purchase Omuscle Credits, subscriptions, battle passes, workout plans or digital features, third-party payment providers such as Stripe may use cookies or similar technologies for:
· payment processing;
· fraud prevention;
· transaction security;
· checkout operation;
· payment authentication;
· regulatory compliance.
Some payment-related technologies may be strictly necessary to complete the transaction.
Users should also consult the payment provider’s own privacy and cookie information.

Omuscle may use technical cookies or local storage to support AI-based features such as:
· duel session management;
· Solo Scan flow;
· temporary session state;
· feature availability;
· model request status;
· error handling;
· abuse prevention.
These technologies are used to operate the requested feature and are not intended to track users across unrelated websites.
Where AI-related tracking goes beyond what is strictly necessary, Omuscle will request consent where required.

Omuscle may allow users to share result cards or links to social platforms.
Social sharing features may involve third-party technologies from platforms such as:
· Instagram;
· TikTok;
· X;
· Facebook;
· Snapchat;
· Discord;
· messaging apps;
· other social platforms.
If third-party social plugins or tracking scripts are embedded, they may set cookies or collect data. Where required, these technologies will be disabled until consent is given.
If Omuscle only provides a standard share link without loading third-party tracking scripts, third-party cookies may not be placed until the user interacts with the external service.

Where required, Omuscle will display a cookie consent banner or consent management interface.
The banner may allow users to:
· accept all optional cookies;
· refuse all optional cookies;
· customize choices by category;
· access more information;
· change choices later.
Refusing cookies must be as easy as accepting them.
Omuscle should not use pre-ticked boxes, misleading button colors, hidden refusal paths, confusing wording or interface designs that pressure users to consent.

Users can manage cookie preferences through the cookie consent interface available on Omuscle.
Users may be able to:
· accept all optional cookies;
· refuse all optional cookies;
· enable analytics cookies;
· enable advertising cookies;
· enable affiliate cookies;
· change consent choices;
· withdraw consent.
Withdrawing consent does not affect the lawfulness of processing carried out before withdrawal.
Strictly necessary cookies cannot generally be disabled through Omuscle’s cookie banner because they are required for the service to work.

Users can also manage cookies through their browser settings.
Depending on the browser, users may be able to:
· delete cookies;
· block all cookies;
· block third-party cookies;
· clear site data;
· prevent tracking;
· receive alerts before cookies are stored.
Blocking all cookies may affect the availability or proper functioning of Omuscle.
For example, users may not be able to stay logged in, complete payments, use duels, access credits or keep consent preferences.

Cookie consent choices may be stored for a limited period in order to avoid asking the user repeatedly.
The exact duration may depend on the consent management tool used.
Omuscle should renew consent where required by applicable law, especially when:
· the list of cookies changes materially;
· new advertising partners are added;
· new purposes are introduced;
· the user clears cookies;
· the consent validity period expires;
· applicable rules require renewed consent.

Cookies may have different lifetimes.
Some cookies last only for the session and are deleted when the browser is closed.
Other cookies may remain longer to remember settings, consent choices, security preferences, analytics identifiers or advertising preferences.
Omuscle will aim to limit cookie lifetimes to what is necessary for their purpose.
The specific retention period of each cookie may be displayed in the cookie consent interface when technically available.

Some cookies may be placed or read by third-party providers used by Omuscle.
These may include providers for:
· hosting;
· authentication;
· payments;
· analytics;
· advertising;
· affiliate tracking;
· social sharing;
· customer support;
· security;
· error monitoring;
· consent management.
Third-party providers may process data according to their own privacy and cookie policies.
Omuscle will aim to select providers that offer appropriate privacy and security standards.

Depending on the final technical setup, Omuscle may use providers such as:
· Stripe for payments;
· Google / Gemini for AI processing;
· Google advertising or analytics tools if enabled;
· hosting and database providers;
· email providers;
· consent management tools;
· affiliate platforms;
· error monitoring providers;
· security tools.
The final provider list should be displayed in the cookie banner or privacy dashboard where required.

Some cookies may process personal data, especially where they identify or can identify a user, device, session or behavior.
Cookie-related data may include:
· IP address;
· cookie ID;
· device information;
· browser information;
· pages visited;
· interactions;
· approximate location;
· advertising identifiers;
· referral source;
· consent choices;
· purchase attribution;
· login session information.
For more information about personal data processing, users should read the Privacy Policy.

Omuscle may display non-personalized or contextual advertising without advertising tracking cookies where legally allowed.
For example, an ad may be shown based on the page content, language or general context without tracking the user across websites.
Personalized advertising, retargeting or cross-site tracking generally requires consent.

[bookmark: _ftnzi3vibx8d]25. Ad-Rewarded Features
Omuscle may offer optional ad-rewarded features, such as watching an ad to unlock an extra duel, scan or bonus.
If such features use advertising trackers, user consent may be required.
Users should not be forced to accept advertising cookies to access the essential paid service unless this is legally valid and transparently explained.
Ad-rewarded features must be clearly identified as optional.

Omuscle will aim not to use dark patterns in its cookie banner.
This means Omuscle should avoid:
· making “Accept all” easier than “Reject all”;
· hiding the reject button;
· using confusing wording;
· using misleading colors or button hierarchy;
· pre-selecting optional cookies;
· making consent withdrawal difficult;
· repeatedly pressuring users to accept;
· making refusal unnecessarily long.
The CNIL has warned website publishers about dark patterns in cookie banners, especially designs that encourage consent while making refusal harder.

Omuscle may update this Cookie Policy to reflect:
· new cookies;
· new analytics tools;
· new advertising partners;
· new affiliate programs;
· new consent tools;
· legal changes;
· technical changes;

The applicable version is the version available on the platform at the time of use.
Where required, users may be asked to renew or update their consent.
