Under the GDPR, personal data means any information relating to an identified or identifiable natural person. Users have rights over their personal data, including access, rectification, erasure, restriction, objection and portability, depending on the applicable legal basis and circumstances.

Omuscle’s intended use is temporary image processing for entertainment scoring, not recognition or authentication of a person.

Live webcam data is intended to be processed temporarily for the purpose of generating the requested score or duel result.

Live webcam features are central to Omuscle.
When the user starts a duel or scan, Omuscle may access and process the webcam feed temporarily to enable:
· live display to the opponent;
· AI scoring;

· technical operation of the duel.
Unless expressly stated otherwise:
· webcam duels are not recorded by default;
· live webcam feeds are not permanently stored by default;
· webcam data is processed temporarily for the active feature;
· Omuscle does not use webcam data for facial recognition;
· Omuscle does not use webcam data for identity verification;
· Omuscle does not use webcam data to train AI models without a separate notice and, where required, consent.
Omuscle may retain limited data related to the session, such as score, category, time, technical logs and moderation signals.
In case of report, abuse, fraud, suspected underage use, security issue or legal obligation, Omuscle may retain limited evidence where necessary and proportionate.

Depending on the technical integration, data submitted for AI processing may include:

· contextual duel information;
· category selected by the user;
· user-provided fitness preferences;
· AI prompt data;
· technical metadata needed for the request.
Omuscle intends to limit data transmitted to the AI provider to what is necessary for the requested feature.
Users are informed that third-party AI providers may process data according to their own technical and contractual conditions.
Before production launch, Omuscle must verify:
· which Gemini product is used;
· whether data is processed through Google AI Studio, Gemini API, Vertex AI or another integration;
· whether submitted data is stored;
· whether submitted data may be used for model training;
· where data is processed;
· what data processing agreement applies;
· whether transfers outside the European Economic Area occur.
This verification is essential before public launch.
