This User Content & Webcam Policy explains the rules that apply to user-generated content, live webcam use, visual content, body images, AI processing and image-related responsibilities on Omuscle.
It applies to:
· live webcam duels;
· Solo Scan features;
· profile pictures;
· usernames;
· result cards;
· AI-generated outputs;
· user reports;
· images or visual content submitted by users;
· any content displayed, uploaded, transmitted, generated or shared through Omuscle.
This Policy applies together with:
· the Terms of Use;
· the Privacy Policy;
· the AI Disclaimer;
· the Fitness & Health Disclaimer;
· the Community Guidelines;
· the Moderation Policy;
· the Sharing Cards Policy;
· the Terms of Sale;
· the Refund Policy.

[bookmark: _twni82g515ro]2. Definition of User Content
“User Content” means any content submitted, displayed, transmitted, generated, uploaded, shared or made available by a user through Omuscle.
This may include:
· usernames;
· profile pictures;
· profile descriptions;
· live webcam participation;
· body presentation during duels;
· Solo Scan visual input;
· result cards;
· comments or messages if such features exist;
· reports;
· custom profile elements;
· fitness preferences;
· user-submitted text;
· any image, video, audio, visual or written content linked to the user account.
The user remains responsible for their User Content.

Users may only submit, display or transmit content that:
· belongs to them;
· they have the right to use;
· does not violate another person’s rights;
· does not expose another person without consent;
· does not violate the Terms of Use;
· does not violate the Community Guidelines;
· does not violate applicable law.
Users must not use Omuscle to expose, shame, record, identify, mock or harass another person.

Omuscle may allow users to participate in live webcam duels or live webcam-based scans.
By activating the webcam, the user understands that:
· their live webcam feed may be visible to their opponent during a duel;
· their live webcam feed may be temporarily processed to generate an AI-based score;
· AI processing may depend on lighting, framing, posture, camera quality and clothing;
· Omuscle does not record live webcam duels by default;
· Omuscle does not permanently store live webcam feeds by default;
· the user must comply with all webcam rules.
Users should only activate the webcam if they are comfortable being temporarily visible to the other participant and processed by the AI for the requested feature.

Unless expressly stated otherwise, Omuscle processes live webcam data temporarily.
This means that:
· the webcam feed is used to operate the duel or scan;
· temporary visual input may be processed to generate the AI score;
· the live feed is not recorded by default;
· the live feed is not stored permanently by default;
· temporary frames may be processed only as necessary for the requested feature;
· limited metadata, scores, technical logs or moderation data may be retained.
Omuscle may retain limited evidence if necessary in cases involving reports, abuse, fraud, suspected minors, non-consensual sharing, security incidents or legal obligations.

Omuscle does not record live webcam duels by default.
Users must not assume that Omuscle can review every live duel after it happens.
Because live webcam sessions are not recorded by default, some reports may be difficult to verify after the event.
However, Omuscle may still take action based on:
· repeated reports;
· technical indicators;
· user history;
· screenshots submitted by affected users;
· suspicious patterns;
· moderation signals;
· account behavior;
· serious safety concerns.

Omuscle is not intended to provide facial recognition, identity verification or biometric identification.
Omuscle does not use webcam data to identify users by their face or body.
The purpose of webcam processing is to generate an entertainment-based fitness score or related feature, not to recognize a person.
Facial recognition and biometric identification are legally sensitive. The CNIL describes facial recognition as part of biometric technologies that can identify or authenticate a person from physical characteristics, and GDPR treats biometric data used to uniquely identify a person as a special category of data.  
If Omuscle later introduces identity verification, facial recognition, age verification using biometrics or biometric identification, this Policy must be updated and a separate legal assessment will be required.

Omuscle may use third-party AI providers, including Gemini, to process temporary visual input and generate scores, analyses or recommendations.
Depending on the feature, data transmitted to the AI provider may include:
· temporary webcam frames;
· duel category;
· visual context;
· user-selected mode;
· workout preferences;
· technical instructions needed to generate the output.
Omuscle aims to limit transmitted data to what is necessary for the requested feature.
Users should refer to the Privacy Policy for more information about AI processing, data sharing and third-party providers.

Users must only show themselves on webcam.
Users must not show another person without permission.
Users must not show:
· minors;
· strangers;
· friends without consent;
· family members without consent;
· classmates;
· gym members in the background;
· private individuals in public spaces;
· people who are unaware they are being filmed;
· personal documents;
· private locations that could identify someone else.
If another person appears on camera unexpectedly, the user should stop or adjust the webcam immediately.

Omuscle is reserved for users aged 18 or older.
Users must not:
· use Omuscle if they are under 18;
· let a minor use their account;
· show a minor on webcam;
· upload or share content involving a minor;
· create result cards involving a minor;
· invite minors to participate;
· help a minor bypass the age restriction.
If Omuscle suspects that a user is under 18 or that content involves a minor, Omuscle may immediately restrict, suspend or delete the account.
The CNIL has highlighted the importance of balancing age verification and privacy when protecting minors online.

Omuscle is a fitness platform, not a sexual content platform.
Users may wear appropriate fitness clothing.
Users must not display:
· nudity;
· sexual content;
· explicit poses;
· underwear-focused sexual content;
· fetish content;
· sexually suggestive behavior;
· genital exposure;
· private body parts;
· content intended to sexually provoke another user.
Shirtless content may be allowed for adult users where it is clearly fitness-related, non-sexual, and compliant with the Community Guidelines.
Omuscle may remove or restrict content that it considers inappropriate, even if it is not fully explicit.

Users must not display or transmit content involving:
· nudity;
· sexual acts;
· minors;
· violence;
· threats;
· self-harm;
· illegal substances;
· weapons misuse;
· hate symbols;
· private information;
· another person without consent;
· medical documents;
· identity documents;
· payment information;
· illegal activity;
· dangerous physical behavior;
· content designed to shock, humiliate or intimidate.
Violations may result in immediate suspension or permanent ban.

Users must not record, screenshot, capture, save, download, publish, stream, repost, edit, share or exploit another user’s webcam feed, body, image, profile or personal information without explicit permission.
This prohibition applies even if:
· the content was visible during a duel;
· the duel was public or competitive;
· the user lost the duel;
· the content appears funny or viral;
· the user wants to post it as a meme;
· the content is shared in a private group;
· the user removes the username;
· the user modifies or edits the image.
Visibility during a duel does not equal permission to record or share.

Users must not share another user’s content outside Omuscle without consent.
This includes sharing on:
· Instagram;
· TikTok;
· X;
· YouTube;
· Snapchat;
· Discord;
· Telegram;
· WhatsApp;
· Reddit;
· forums;
· private groups;
· meme pages;
· cloud drives;
· AI tools;
· any other external platform.
If content is shared outside Omuscle without consent, Omuscle may suspend or ban the responsible account where the conduct is linked to Omuscle.
Omuscle cannot guarantee removal from external platforms it does not control, but it may cooperate with affected users and competent authorities where appropriate.

Users keep their rights over their own image and User Content.
Using Omuscle does not transfer ownership of the user’s image to Omuscle.
However, by using a feature that requires webcam, image or content processing, the user grants Omuscle a limited license to process that content as necessary to provide the requested feature.
This may include temporary processing for:
· live duel display;
· AI scoring;
· Solo Scan;
· result generation;
· profile display;
· moderation;
· safety;
· technical operation;
· legal compliance.
This license is limited to the purposes described in the Terms, Privacy Policy and this Policy.

Users must not submit, display or share another person’s image unless they have that person’s clear permission.
Before publishing or sharing a photo or image of another person, consent is generally required. The CNIL states that a person has an exclusive right over their image and may object to the use or reproduction of their image without prior authorization.  
Users are responsible for proving that they had permission if a dispute arises.
When in doubt, do not upload, display or share another person’s image.

Users may upload or select a profile picture where the feature is available.
Profile pictures must not contain:
· another person without consent;
· minors;
· nudity;
· sexual content;
· hate symbols;
· violent content;
· private information;
· misleading impersonation;
· copyrighted content without permission;
· illegal or harmful content.
Omuscle may remove profile pictures that violate this Policy.

Omuscle may allow users to generate result cards after a duel or scan.
Result cards may include:
· username;
· score;
· duel category;
· victory or defeat;
· Omuscle branding;
· stylized phrase;
· link to Omuscle;
· optional user-selected image where available.
By default, result cards must not include the opponent’s image unless the opponent has explicitly consented.
Users must not use result cards to humiliate, shame, identify, expose or harass another user.
Specific rules are detailed in the Sharing Cards Policy.

Omuscle may generate AI outputs based on user content or webcam input.
These outputs may include:
· scores;
· comparisons;
· written analysis;
· workout recommendations;
· weak point suggestions;
· result phrases;
· ranking effects.
AI outputs may be inaccurate, incomplete or unsuitable.
Users must not treat AI outputs as medical, scientific, psychological or professional assessments.
Users must not use AI outputs to shame, harass or discriminate against others.

By submitting, displaying or generating User Content on Omuscle, the user grants Omuscle a limited, non-exclusive, worldwide, royalty-free license to host, process, transmit, display, reproduce and use the content only as necessary to:
· provide the service;
· operate live duels;
· generate AI scores;
· display user profiles;
· generate result cards;
· process reports;
· enforce rules;
· ensure safety;
· comply with legal obligations;
· defend legal claims.
This license does not allow Omuscle to sell the user’s image.
This license does not allow Omuscle to use webcam data for unrelated advertising.
This license does not allow Omuscle to use user images for AI model training unless this is separately disclosed and, where required, consented to.

Omuscle does not use live webcam feeds to train AI models by default.
If Omuscle later decides to use user images, webcam frames or body-related data to improve, train or fine-tune AI systems, it must provide separate information and, where required, obtain valid consent or identify another lawful basis.
The CNIL states that organisations building AI systems with personal data must ensure the lawfulness of processing and define an appropriate legal basis.

Some content may be visible only to the user.
Some content may be visible to opponents during a duel.
Some content may be visible publicly if the user chooses to share it or if rankings/profiles are public.
Omuscle should clearly indicate when content is:
· private;
· visible to an opponent;
· visible to friends;
· visible in rankings;
· publicly shareable;
· published through a result card.
Users should check visibility settings before sharing content.

If a user chooses to share content publicly, they are responsible for the consequences of that sharing.
Before sharing, users should check whether the content includes:
· their image;
· another person’s image;
· personal information;
· location clues;
· username;
· score;
· ranking;
· sensitive context;
· anything they do not want public.
Users should not share content that exposes someone else.

Omuscle may remove, hide, restrict or disable User Content that:
· violates this Policy;
· violates the Community Guidelines;
· violates the Terms of Use;
· infringes another person’s rights;
· contains non-consensual images;

· contains hate speech;
· promotes harassment;
· encourages body shaming;
· is illegal;
· creates a safety risk;
· creates legal risk for Omuscle or users.
Removal may occur with or without prior notice depending on the severity and urgency.

· illegal content;
· privacy violation.

Omuscle may also provide in-app reporting tools.
The Digital Services Act requires online platforms to provide user-friendly mechanisms for reporting illegal content and strengthens accountability around content moderation.

Because Omuscle does not record webcam duels by default, evidence of live misconduct may be limited.
Users should report abuse as soon as possible and provide relevant details.
However, users must not break the rules by recording another user without consent.
Omuscle may review:

· technical logs;
· score history;
· result card data;
· moderation history;
· payment or fraud signals;
· screenshots legally provided by users;
· other available evidence.

· report to competent authorities where legally required.
Serious violations may result in immediate permanent ban.

· fake webcam feed;
· using another person’s image to deceive users;
· impersonation;
· illegal content;
· payment fraud linked to content access;
· repeated violations.

Users may request deletion of their own User Content where applicable.

If content has been shared outside Omuscle by the user or a third party, Omuscle may not be able to remove it from external platforms.
